Tube expanding involves compressing the outer diameter (O.D.) of a tube against a tube sheet or boiler drums to reduce the tube wall. To 
ensure an effective seal, the tube wall must be reduced by a specified percentage. For precise guidance on Tube Wall Reduction, refer to 
the chart below.

Some important factors to consider when rolling certain alloys: When rolling 3003 or 4004 Aluminum you should not reduce the walls over 
5%. When rolling 6061-T Aluminum, you can reduce the wall 10% to 12%.

Admirality Brass - Tube Wall Reduction is approximately 7-8% and should be well lubricated. 
Reduction in excess of 15% may cause leaking, splits or flaked tubes.

Tube wall reduction should be approximately 4% to 5%, use a lot of lubrication. It is possible to roll tubes up to 150 Brinnel (90 - 120 optimal 
hardness) with flaking and cracking more likely to occur as the tube hardness increases.

Copper and Cupro Nickel 

Approximately 8% - 10% wall reduction. Copper is easily rolled; however, use plenty of lubrication as it has an abrasive action on tube 
expanders.

Stainless Steel and Titanium

Approximately 7% to 8% wall reduction in a serrated hole using 4 or 5 Roll Expanders.  When rolling these alloys, the entire wall reduction 
should be done quickly as materials have a greater tendency to work harden.

Major Causes of Tube Leaks

Tube joint leakage is usually caused by under-rolling, over-rolling or improper preparation of tube sheets. It is very important to have a clean 
tube sheet.

Under-Rolling

Not enough wall reduction (the tube is not expanded to fill the tube sheet hole).  However, it is better to under-roll than to over-roll.

Over-Rolling

Too much wall reduction. Over-rolling can do considerable damage to a vessel and causes distortion of tube sheet ligaments and decreases 
the strength of adjacent tubes, creating premature leaks. 

Improper Preparation of Tube Holes

The smoother the tube sheet, the easier it is to roll an optimum tube joint. The ligaments and light tube walls make it more important that 
the finish of the tube hole be in the low micro finish range. Reaming and sizing or burnishing is recommended to get the micro finish desired 
for tube holes.

Preparation of Tube Holes

Preparation of tube holes in heat exchangers and condensers is as follows:

	 1.	 Drill and ream tube sheet holes to .006” to .010” over the outside diameter of the tube to be used:

	 2.	 Be certain the ligaments are sufficient to guarantee a safe and permanent tube joint.

	 3.	 When conditions permit, utilize a sizing or burnishing tool to further assure a high quality finish in the tube 			 
		  hole. This will also increase the tensile strength of the ligament.

	 4.	 The serrations (grooves) to be used will determine the holding power of the tube.
